1. Opening of the EATEL Meeting 

The meeting was opened at 18:00 by the chair, Peter Scott. 

The minutes of the last GA were approved and no changes to the agenda were requested.

2. Check that the GA can make decisions 

According to the statutes, the Members Assembly shall have a quorum if 20% of the members are present (but at least 5). The current number of members of EATEL is 69, which sets the threshold at 13.8 (14 persons). With 11 participants (legal entities counted once) and 1 vote the quorum has not been reached. This implies that this GA cannot formally make decisions without a further poll of the membership. This was unproblematic at this meeting; as no formal decisions would be required; however it was agreed that, as the membership of the association continued to grow the quorum of any physical meeting was likely to become a problem and that this should be re-considered for the future.

3. Report of the Managing Committee

Peter Scott discussed the various EATEL activities of last year. The most important activities were the organization of the JTEL Summer School 2009 and ECTEL 2009, and the initiation of the SIGs. In January a newsletter was sent out to the members. The current number of members is 69, of which 11 institutional members or delegated agents.

The treasurer, Fridolin Wild, shortly described the current financial status of EATEL. We have approximately 12.000 Euro on our account. Most financial activity concerns the JTEL Summer School.

4. Report of the Auditors

In order to match the financial reporting with the fiscal year (per request of the Tax Office Hannover), which runs from January to December, the auditor report has been delayed until upcoming January. We have one auditor, Jacques Dang. There were no volunteers to support him.

5. Report of the SIGs

Professional Learning (Martin Wolpers)
There has been a SIG meeting at the iKnow conference in Graz (with financial support of the Know-Center) and a reception two days before the ECTEL. The SIG has its own Website www.sig-protel.eu. 
Summer School 2009 (Katherine Maillet) 
The JTEL Summer School 2009 took place in Terchova (Slovakia) between May 31 and June 2009. The event was very successful with exactly 100 PhD students and tutors. The venue for the JTEL Summer School 2010 is expected to be either Germany or Portugal. The GA expressed their great appreciation of the hard work done by Katherine and the team.

Roadmap / Forecasting Activities (Vana Kamtsiou) 
No report of this SIG during the GA.
6. Plans for the Upcoming Year 
Apart from the regular EATEL activities, the board will start the process for selecting candidate EATEL officers (President and Vice-President). The elections will take place during the next GA. Martin Wolpers offered his support for the marketing and dissemination of EATEL and its activities.

7. Organization ECTEL 2010 

The Call for Organization of ECTEL 2010 is available. The chairs of previous ECTEL conferences will decide which proposal will be chosen.

8. Any Other Business
There was no other formal business.
